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Service Area

Valley Communications Center service area is shown below and is approximately 427 square miles. The vast
majority of law enforcement, fire, and EMS activity in South King County is processed by the call receivers and
dispatchers of our Center. We serve 9 police departments, 11 fire departments, 1 corrections facility, and King
County Medic One paramedics, with a service population of approximately 737,837 citizens.
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Note: Level of service differs by agency within our service area.
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
